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Sailent Features
of the Indian
Constitution

What are the salient features of
Indian Constitution? Before making the
present Constitution, the farmers exam-
ined Constitutions of various contries
of the world and also the working of
the Government of India Act, 1935.
They liberally borrowed appropriate
provisions from Constitutions of many
countries of the world. The Constitu-
tion so adopted has the following sa-
lient features.
1. The Lengthiest Constitution in the
Wrold.- Constitutions are classified
into written, like the American Consti-
tution, or unwritten, like the British
Constitution. The Constitution of India
is the lenghtiest of all the written Con-
stitutions of the world. It is a very com-
prehensive, elaborate and detailed
document. The Indian Constitution
originally consisted of 395 artical di-
vided into 22 Parts and 9 Shedules.
Presently, it consists of a Preamble,
about 450 artical divided into 24 Parts
and 12 Schedules.
2. Parliamentry From of Government.-
The Constitution of India has opted for
the British Parliamentry system of Gov-
ernment rather then American Presi-

dential System of Gorvenment. The
Parliamentary system is based on the
principle of co-operation and co-ordi-
nation between the legislative and ex-
ecutive organs while the Presidential
system is based of the doctrine of sepa-
ration of powers between the two or-
gans.

3. Unique blend of Rigidity and Flex-
ibility.- The Constitution of India is nei-
ther right nor flexible but a synthesis
of both. A rigid Constitutions is one that
requires a special procedure for its
amendment while flexible Constitution
is one that can be amended in the same
manner as ordinary laws are made.

4. Fundamental Ritghts.- Part III of the
Indian Constitution guarantees six fun-
damental rights to all the citizens.

(a) Right to Equality (Articles 14-18);
(b) Right to Freedom (Artical 19-22);

(c) Right against Exploitation (Artical
23-24) ; (d) Right to freedom of Reli-
gion (Artical 25-28) ; (e) Cultural and
Educational Rights (Artical 29-30) ; (f)
Right to Constitutional Remedies
(Artical 32).

5. Directive Principle of State policy.-
The Directive Principles of State Policy
Contained in Part of the Constitution
set out the aims and objectives to be
taken by the state in the governance of
the country. According to B.R. Ambedkar
“the Directive Principle of State Policy
is a novel feature of the Indian Consti-
tution. They can be calssified into three
bond categories, Socialist, Gandhian
and Liberal-intellectual.
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6. Fundamental Duties.- By Forty-sec-
ond Amendment Act, Part IVA has been
addres to the Constitution which enu-
merates certain fundamental duties of
the citizens, Orginally, ten duties were
enlisted in clause (a) to (j) of artical 5S1A.
Clause (k), which imposes duty on par-
ents/wards has been addred by the con-
stitution (86th Amendment Act, 2002).
7. A Federation with stronge Centraliz-
ing Tendency.- The term ‘federation’ has
nowhere been used in the Constitution.
Artical 1 describe that India “is a Union
os States” Which implies two things:
Firstly- Indian federation is not the re-
sult of an agreement by the States; and
Secondly- no state has the right to se-
cede from the federation. The Constitu-
tion of India extablishes a federal sys-
tem of Government. It contains all the
usual features of a federation viz., two
governments, division of powers, writ-
ten Constitution, Supremacy of the Con-
stitution, rigidity of Constitution, inde-
pendent judiciary and bicameralism.
8.Adult Suffrage.- In India every person,
male or female, who has obtained the
age of 18 years, is entitled to vote in
elections to Parliament or State Legis-
latures. Originally this age limit was 21
years but after the 61st Amendment Act,
1988 it was reduced to 18 years.

9.An Independent Judiciary.- Indepen-
dence of Judiciary is essential for im-
partial adjudication of disputes between
individuals, between Union and State,
between Union/State and individuals,
between Union and States or between

States inter se.The Supreme Court
stands at the top of the integrated judi-
cial system in the country.Below it,
there are High Courts at the State
level. This single system of courts en-
forces both the Central laws as well as
the States laws.The Supreme Court of
India is a federal court, the highest court
of appeal, the guarantor of the funda-
mental rights of the citizens and the
guardian of the Constitution.

10.A Secular State.- The Constitution
of India stands for a secular State.
Hence, it does not uphold any particu-
lar religion as the official religion of the
Indian State. The term ‘Secular’ was
added to the Preamble of the Indian
Constitution by the 42nd Amendment
Act, 1976.Articles 25-28 of the Con-
stitution give concrete shape to this
concept of secularism.

11.Single Citizenship.- In most of the
federation, people have double citizen-
ship, citizenship of the Union and citi-
zenship of one of the several States
which form the Union.Every citizen is
the citizen of India and enjoys the same
rights of citizenship no matter in which
State he resides.
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Critical Analysis of
Constitutional
Amendments

The Constitution of India is the

ultimate law of our nation, and all laws
established by the Indian government
must be consistent with it.It went into
effect on January 26th, 1950.
To attain the larger aim of “equality of
opportunity”, the Constitution has
awarded a few benefits in the form of
fundamental rights to the backward and
underprivileged community. Without
Reservations, the authors of the
Constitution believed that the goal of
providing equal opportunity for
everyone would be impossible to
achieve.

When it comes to reservations,
there are two schools of thought that
emerge in equality jurisprudence. One
school of thought holds that putting
populations on a pedestal or giving
them a leg up in the form of
governmental job reservations
exacerbates the disparity, hence
increasing inequality and prejudice.
The opposite school of thought
contends that reservation, as a sort of
affirmative action, is a means of
achieving equality; by providing an
extra push, historical injustices against
specific communities are remedied.

Compensatory discrimination is
another phrase for this. “Reservations
in public employment have been a
sensitive  subject under the
Constitution’s fundamental rights
chapter, which has been revised several
times and given diverse interpretations
by the Supreme Court in numerous
decisions over the last seven decades.”
The concept of the “Creamy Layer”
states that a candidate must earn less
than a particular amount to qualify for
government employment and
educational institutions. The Narendra
Modi government’s recent plea for a
review of the Supreme Court’s decision
in the matter of “Jarnail Singh vs.

Lachhmi Narain Gupta” has
refocused attention on the ‘creamy
layer’ of the SC and ST groups’
exclusion from quota rights.
Throughout history, the concept of a
creamy layer in reserves has been
interpreted and expanded from a variety
of angles. The concept is not without
controversy and contradicting issues,
which has resulted in a substantial
quantity of jurisprudence and
viewpoints on the subject.

AMENDEMENTS

RELATING TO
RESERVATION

The case of Indra Sawhney has
ushered in a story of constitutional
revisions in the subject of reservations.
Among the most well-known are:

1. The 77th Constitutional
Amendment Reservation in promotion
has been available to Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes since 1955.Indra
Sawhney and Others vs.Union of India
and Others, the Supreme Court ruled
on November 16, 1992, that reservation
of appointments or positions under
Article 16(4) of the Constitution is
restricted to initial appointments and
cannot be extended to promotion.The
interests of the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes would be harmed by
the Supreme Court’s decision.The
current laws granting reservations in
promotions for Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes must be upheld since
the representation of these groups in
state services has not reached the
desired level.Because the government
is committed to safeguarding the
interests of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes, it has decided to
maintain the present policy of
reservation in promotion for Scheduled

Castes and Scheduled Tribes.To
accomplish this, Article 16 of the
Constitution must be amended by
introducing a new section (4A) to
provide for reservation in promotion
for the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes.

2. The 81st Constitutional
Amendment In the year 2000, two
modifications were done to facilitate
seamless reservations in the
development of SC/STs. The 81st
amendment was the first of these.1The
Government accepted Article 16(4B)
of the 81st amendment, which allowed
the promotion reservation to exceed
the 50% maximum set for periodic
reserves. The amendment permitted
the state to shift vacant positions from
prior years. The ‘Carry Forward Rule’
was born out of this.

“The State may consider any
unfilled vacancies of a year which are
reserved for being filled in that year. ..
as a separate class of vacancies to be
filled in any succeeding year or years,
and such class of vacancies shall not
be considered together with the
vacancies of the year in which they are
being filled up for determining the
ceiling of fifty percent reservation on
the total number of vacancies of that
year,” according to Article 16(4B).

3.The 2nd Constitutional
Amendment The State amended the
Constitution for the second time in
2000.The State introduced a provision
to Article 335 in the 82nd
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amendment.11 The representatives of
SCs / STs on services and posts must
be suitable with the overall
administrative performance, according
to Article 335.In certain ways, the 82nd
amendment nullified the requirement
for performance. It put in place a
paragraph that said that nothing in
Article 335 prevented the State from
lowering the qualifying standards or the
level of evaluation of the reservation
in the field of promotion for SC and
ST members. Article 335 guidelines
and the Supreme Court’s Vinod
Kumarl2 decision, which clearly
forbade a lowering of the qualifying
marks in the case of a promotional
reservation.

4. The 85th Constitutional
Amendment Based on the quota rule,
government employees belonging to the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
have benefited from consequential
seniority on promotions.The interests of
Scheduled Caste government employees
have been negatively impacted by the
decisions rendered by the Supreme Court
in the cases of Virpal Singh Chauhan
(1995) 6 SCC 684 and Ajit Singh No. I
AIR 1996 SC 1189, which resulted in the
issuance of the O.M. dated January 30,
1997.This has caused widespread
concern, and representations have been
received from a variety of sources,
including Members of Parliament, to
defend the interests of government
employees from Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes.The Government has
evaluated the situation considering

opinions obtained from different
sources, and to preserve the interests
of Government employees belonging
to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes, it has decided to reverse the
effect of the O.M. of January 30,
1997.The desired outcome cannot be
attained by simply withdrawing the
O.M. dated January 30, 1997 ; instead,
seniority of government officials must
be reviewed or revised, and related
benefits must be distributed to these
government employees.This will
demand revising Article 16(4A) of the
Constitution to provide for
consequential seniority in the case of
promotion under the rule of
reservation.It is also essential to make
the proposed constitutional
modification to article 16(4A)
retroactive to the day when article
16(4A) entered into force, which is
June 17, 1995.
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The The move of India’s
Government to nullify Article 370 of
the Constitution not only broadened the
legislative powers of the Union
Parliament over the Jammu & Kashmir
(‘State/J&K’) but also demoted J&K
to the position of a Union Territory.
Much has been written about its
constitutional validity, mostly from the
vantage point of the Government’s
power to bring about the changes and
their legitimacy. In this blog post, I will
limit my discussion to the question of
whether Article 370 is a basic feature
of the Constitution of India. Given the
sacrosanct political arrangement it
encapsulates as well as its role as an
exemplar of Indian federal asymmetry,
it is now upon the Supreme Court to
formally acknowledge the
constitutional basis of India’s delicate
distribution of powers. Permanently
Temporary: The Nature of Article 370

The key to determining the
basic structure question in relation to
Article 370 is to understand its exact
nature. While the marginal note of the
provision characterizes it as a
‘Temporary Provision’, a number of

Supreme Court (‘Court’) decisions have
characterized it as having a continued
existence and being permanent. Critics
of the provision have argued that it was
meant only as an interim arrangement
and automatically lapsed once the
constituent assembly for J&K was
dissolved in 1957. On the other hand,
those opposing this line of reasoning
have sought to rely on the decisions of
the Court to contend that the
permanence attached to the provision
by the Supreme Court has elevated it to
the status of a basic feature of the
Constitution.

In so far as the first argument is
concerned, the Court has on various
occasions, including in Sampath
Prakash and Santhosh Gupta,relied on
Article 370 (3) to suggest that the
provision continues to be in existence.
Thus, the Court has observed that the
provision will cease to have effect only
when the President makes a public
notification to the contrary, subject to
the condition laid down in clause 3 —
i.e. recommendation of the Constituent
Assembly for J&K — being fulfilled.
The J&K High Court in Ashok Kumar
has in fact gone one step further and
has observed that the provision cannot
be abrogated even using the amending
powers of the Parliament under Article
368. The reference to Article 368 and
the fetters on it is indicative of how a
lot of people have come to view Article
370 as a basic feature of the
Constitution.
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Although the Supreme Court
has alluded to Article 370 as permanent,
it would not be prudent to read too
much into it. To start with, the question
of the provision’s permanence or
otherwise was not specifically in issue
in any of the above cases. More
importantly though, it has never been
clarified what ‘permanent’ actually
means. None of the Supreme Court
decisions has explicitly equated such
permanence to the Article being a basic
feature. Also, unlike the J&K High
Court, the Supreme has not mentioned
any bar on the amending powers of the
Parliament in these decisions.

Given these, we will have to
look at other avenues to determine
whether the provision qualifies as a
basic feature. One way of doing it
would be to rely on clause 3, as it
requires the recommendation of a
‘higher law-making’ body to abrogate
it. Another way is to examine if the
political arrangements, such as the one
brought about by Article 370, have been
identified by the Court to be a basic
feature. In this regard, the decision in
R Ganpatrao v. Union of India is
instructive. The Petitioners in
Ganpatrao were rulers of some of the
erstwhile princely states, who had
relinquished their powers and joined
the Indian Dominion by signing
Instruments of Accession and
Instruments of Merger, much like in the
case of Kashmir’s accession. One of the
guarantees extended to them at the time

of acceding to the Union was the annual
payment of privy purses and certain
other privileges. These promises were
crystallized in the Constitution as well,
in the form of Articles 291 and 362.
Nevertheless, the said provisions were
abrogated by a constitutional
amendment. The Petitioner challenged
the validity of the amendment on the
ground that, among others, the
provisions were a basic feature of the
Constitution and could not have been
repealed. They contended that the very
identity of the Indian Union would have
been different if not for the accession
of these princely states, which in turn
was achieved through the guarantees
extended in the form of privy purses and
other privileges. Thus, the arguments
advanced in Ganpatrao follow a
trajectory similar to what would be
taken against the repeal of Article 370:
the identity of the Indian Union would
have been different had it not been for
the promise embedded in Article 370
and its repeal would disturb the basic
structure.
Unbalancing the Federal Power
Balance

Another potential argument for
classifying Article 370 as a basic fea-
ture is that its destruction strikes at the
root of India’s asymmetric federalism.
While federalism itself has been as a
basic feature, it is unclear whether
asymmetry is an essential attribute of
it. Although the courts do not directly
answer this, there are clues to suggest
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that this is the case. For instance, the
Supreme Court the federal balance of
distribution of legislative and execu-
tive powers as a fundamental feature
of India’s federalism. Asymmetrical ar-
rangements, as in the case of Article
370 can be argued to be paradigm ex-
amples of such federal balancing of
powers. Given that India is a quasi-fed-
eral system with strong centralizing
tendencies, any exceptions carved out
to this status quo (as in the case of Ar-
ticle 370) should carry with them a pre-
sumption that they are specifically
meant to ensure such delicate balanc-
ing of federal powers. Moreover, given
that such an asymmetrical relationship
has been subjected to the will of a
higher law-making body, there is a
strong case to be made for classifying
Article 370 as an essential feature of
federalism and thus in turn a basic fea-
ture.

Despite  this normative
justification, the existence of Article 3,
which vests wide discretion on the Union
to, inter alia, alter the boundaries of a
state or even a create a new state, may
be seen as negating it. While the Article
does not specifically envisage the
destruction of a state, the Supreme
Court in State of West Bengal v Union
of India has observed that the powers
under Article 3 extend to even
completely extinguishing a state.
Whether or not the observation holds
precedential value, it sits uneasily with
the ideas of states being sovereign in

their spheres as well as differential
distribution of federal powers.
Nevertheless, Article 3 envisages a
geographical disruption as opposed to
the disruption of the federal power
balance. Such a disruption goes to the
root of de facto asymmetry, which
involves differential distribution of
territory, resources etc., as opposed to
de jure asymmetry, which involves the
differential distribution of powers to
federal sub-units. But, this still leaves
open the question of how de jure
asymmetry may be retained if the
territorial sanctity of a state is
completely destroyed. A way for courts
to balance these seemingly conflicting
positions is to hold that the exercise of
powers under Article 3 cannot be done
in a way as to disrupt the federal balance
or with an intention to covertly usurp
the constitutionally guaranteed powers
of a state. In the case of J&K, it should
also be noted that Article 3 is not to be
applied without the consent of the State.
Given the Supreme Court’s own position
that constitutional interpretation has to be
done keeping in mind the constitutional
values that the text seeks to achieve, this
argument holds much strength. Thus,
Article 3 can arguably only be exercised
in a manner to further asymmetry and
not destroy it.
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Preamble to the
Indian
Constitution

The Preamble to the Indian
Constitution refers to the introduction
or preface to the Indian Constitution.
As a text containing the essence of the
Constitution, it is a reflection of the
nation’s identity, its democratic ethos,
and its foundational principles. This
article aims to explain the meaning of
the Preamble, its historical background,
components, significance, and other
aspects related to it.

Meaning of the Preamble to the
Indian Constitution

1. The term ‘Preamble’ refers to the
introduction or preface to the
Constitution. It contains the summary
or essence of the Constitution, along
with the ideals and aspirations upon
which the Indian state is founded.
2.While describing the meaning of the
Preamble of Indian Constitution, an
eminent jurist N.A. Palkhivala has
called it the ‘Identity Card of the
Constitution’. Similarly, K.M. Munshi
has described it as the ‘Political
Horoscope of the Constitution’.
Historical Background

On December 13, 1946, Nehru
moved the ‘Objective Resolution’ in

the Constituent Assembly. This resolu-
tion defined the basic goal or purpose
of the Indian Constitution. It also acted
as the guiding principle for the mem-
bers of the constituent assembly in
framing the constitution. The same
resolution was adopted as the Preamble
to the Indian Constitution on January
22,1947.
Text of the Preamble

We, THE PEOPLE OF INDIA,
having solemnly resolved to constitute
India into a SOVEREIGN SOCIALIST
SECULAR DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC
and to secure to all its citizens: 1.
JUSTICE, Social, Economic and
Political; 2. LIBERTY of thought,
expression, belief, faith and worship; 3.
EQUALITY of Status and of opportunity
and to promote amonge them all; 4.
FRATERNITY assuring the dignity of the
individual and the unity and integrity of
the nation; 5. In Our Constituent
Assembly, this 26th day of November
1949, do HEREBY ADOPT, ENACT, and
GIVE TO OURSELVES THIS
CONSTITUTION.
Features of Preamble of Indian
Constitution
1.The Preamble of Indian Constitution
is a concise and comprehensive
introduction that outlines the
philosophy and objectives of the
Constitution. 2. It highlights India’s
commitment to being a Sovereign,
Socialist, Secular, and Democratic
Republic, ensuring independence,
equality, and secular governance. 3.The
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Preamble guarantees justice (social,
economic, and political), liberty (of
thought, expression, belief, faith, and
worship), equality (of status and
opportunity), and promotes fraternity
to maintain national unity and
individual dignity.

4 It reflects the ideals and aspirations
of the people and serves as the soul and
guiding principle of the Constitution.
5.As an integral part of the
Constitution, it represents its spirit and
purpose.

Components of the Preamble
1.Source of authority for the
Constitution — The Preamble states
that the Constitution derives its
authority from the people of India.
2.Nature of Indian State — It declares
India to be a Sovereign, Socialist,
Secular Democratic, and Republican
Polity. 3. Objectives of the
Constitution — It specifies Justice,
Liberty, Equality, and Fraternity as
the objectives 4.Date of adoption of
the Constitution — It stipulates
November 26, 1949, as the date of its
adoption

Key Words in The Preamble

“We, the People of India”

1.t is this phrase that affirms that the
Constitution of India derives its
authority and legitimacy from the
people of India. 2. This phrase states
that the Constitution is not imposed by
any external authority but is drafted and
adopted by the people themselves,
reflecting their collective will and

aspirations. 3.1t signifies the power and
responsibility vested in the citizens to
govern themselves and participate in the
democratic process.

Sovereign

The word ‘sovereign’ implies that India
is neither dependent on nor dominated
by any other country, but it is a self-
governing state. 1. No authority is
above it, and it is free to manage its own
external and internal affairs. 2. Being a
sovereign state, India can either acquire
a foreign territory or cede a part of its
territory in favor of a foreign state.
Socialist

The word ‘socialist’” implies that it
envisions a socio-economic system
where there is an equitable distribution
of wealth, resources, and opportunities,
aiming to reduce economic inequalities
among citizens. 1.The Indian brand of
socialism is a ‘democratic socialism’
wherein both private and public sectors
co-exist side by side.

Secular

The word ‘secular’ emphasizes the
principle of religious neutrality and the
separation of religion from the affairs
of the state. 1. The Indian Constitution
embodies the positive concept of
secularism, which means all religions
in our country, irrespective of their
strength, have the same status and
support from the state. 2. This principle
fosters social harmony, tolerance, and
respect for religious diversity in a
pluralistic society like India.
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Democratic

The word ‘democratic’ emphasizes the
establishment of a government that is
accountable to the people and operates
based on the consent of the governed.
1. The Indian Constitution provides for
representative parliamentary
democracy under which the executive
is responsible to the legislature for all
its policies and actions. 2. Universal
voting rights for all adults, periodic
elections, the supremacy of law,
independance of the judiciary, and the
absence of discrimination based on
certain attributes are signs of the
democratic nature of India’s political
system. 3. The term ‘democratic’
embraces not only political democracy
but also social and economic
democracy.

Republic

1.The term “republic” signifies a form
of government where the head of state
is elected by the people or their repre-
sentatives, rather than being hereditary
or appointed based on lineage. 2.1t re-
flects the rejection of monarchy and the
establishment of a political system
based on democratic principles, where
the authority of the government is de-
rived from the consent of the governed.
3. Arepublic also means two additional
things- 4.Political sovereignty is vested
in the people rather than a single ruler
like a king. 5.There is no privileged
class, so all public offices are open to
every citizen without any discrimina-
tion.

Justice

The term ‘justice’ signifies the
commitment of the Indian state to
ensure social, economic, and political
justice for all its citizens.
1.Social justice — It refers to the equal
treatment of all citizens regardless of
social distinctions like caste, color, race,
religion, gender, etc. It means the
absence of privileges for any particular
group in society and improving
conditions of Backward Classes (SCs,
STs, and OBCs) and Women.
2. Economic justice — It denotes non-
discrimination between people based
on economic factors. It also involves
the elimination of inequalities in
income, wealth, and property.
3. Political justice — It implies that all
citizens should have equal political
rights, equal access to all political
offices, and equal voice in the
government.
4. The ideal of justice — social,
economic, and political — has been
taken from the Russian Revolution
Liberty

The term ‘liberty’ means the
absence of restraints on the activities
of individuals, along with providing
opportunities for individual growth and
development. 1.The Preamble seeks to
secure for all citizens the fundamental
rights of liberty of thought, expression,
belief, faith, and worship, which are
enforceable in a court of law. 2. Liberty,
as conceived by the Preamble, is not
absolute but qualified. It means that
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liberty does not mean ‘license’ to do
whatever one likes. Instead, it has to
be enjoyed within the limitations
mentioned in the Constitution.
Equality

The term ‘equality’ means the
absence of special privileges for any
section of society and the provision of
adequate opportunities for all
individuals without any discrimination.
1. The Preamble secures for all citizens
of India equality of status and
opportunity in three dimensions:
2. Civic Equality — The Fundamental
Rights under the Right to Equality
(Article 14-18) seek to ensure civil
equality.
3. Political Equality — The two
provisions of the Constitution related
to elections, as mentioned in Article 325
and Article 326, seek to ensure political
equality.
4. Economic Equality — The Directive
Principles of State Policy, as
mentioned in Article 39, directs the
state to secure men’s and women’s
equal rights to an adequate means of
livelihood along with equal pay for
equal work. This seeks to ensure
economic equality.
Fraternity
The term “fraternity” emphasizes the
importance of fostering a sense of
brotherhood and unity among all
citizens. 1. The Preamble declares that
fraternity has to assure two things the
dignity of the individual and the unity
and integrity of the nation.

2. The phrase ‘dignity of the individual’
signifies that the Constitution ensures
material betterment and recognizes every
person’s sacred individuality. 3. The
phrase ‘unity and integrity of the
nation’ embraces both the psychological
and territorial dimensions of national
integration. It aims at overcoming
hindrances to national integration like
communalism, regionalism, casteism,
linguism, secessionism, and so on.

At the
same time, nobody has the right to
tweak the basic structure of the Consti-
tution. as a result, on one hand, our
Constitution remains updated and on
the other, no political party with evil
intentions can defae it to establish a
monopoly.

Unlike the British constitution,
our Constitution is completely written
with no ambiguity. It focuses on the
minutest aspects of the political, execu-
tive and leagal systems of the country
and it also focuses on the fundamental
rights and duties of the citizens of In-
dia.
Federal and Unitary Features

The Constitution of India was
created by the Indians. There is no for-
eign hand whatsever. The due demo-
cratic process was followed in the from
of debates before enforcing the Consti-
tution. And last but not the least, it
stands to protect the fundamental rights
of every Indian.
The preamble

The Preamble to the constitu-
tion is the soul of it. The preamble says
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that India is a sovereign country - it is
ruled and managed by the Indians and
Indians only. It further says that India
is a secular country. Unlike our
neighbouring country, India, all the citi-
zens of the country can practise their
religions without any fear. Ours is a
socialist country as per the Constitu-
tion-That means that her resources are
owned by the community of the people
- neither by the State nor by private cor-
porations. Lastly, the preamble says
that India is a democratic country
where the citizens have the right to
choose the members of the govern-
ment.

A constitution is a bunch of
rules and guidelines that oversee a
nation’s administration. The Constitu-
tion is the foundation of the nation’s
democratic and secular structure. The
Indian Constitution is the world’s long-
est, describing the foundation for po-
litical ideas, procedures and govern-
ment authorities. The Indian Constitu-
tion was drafted on November 26, 1949
and went into effect on Junuary 26,

1950. Students will learn about the
prominent aspects of India’s Constitu-
tion and how it was developed in this
essay about the Indian Constitutions.

The Indian Constitution went
into force on Junuary 26, 1950. As a
result, the 26th of Junuary is observed
as Republic Day in India.
Constitution Creation

After many debates and
delibrations, representatives of the In-

dian people drafted the Indian Constitu-
tion.

The Indian Constitution was
made by a Constutions Assembly, which
was formed in 1946. Dr. Rajendra Prasad
was chosen as the Constituent
Assembly’s President. A Drafting Com-
mittee was formed to design the Consti-
tution, with Dr. B.R. Ambedkar served
as Chairman. The creation of the Con-
stitution took a total of 166 days, divided
across a two-year, elevan-month, and
eighteen-day period.
Characteristics of India’s Constitution

The Indian Constitution opens
with a Premble that includes the funda-
mental aims and values of the Constitu-
tion. It establishes the Constitution’s
goals.
The World’s Longest Constitution

The Indian Constitution is the
world’s longest constitution. When it
was initiated, it included 395 things iso-
lated into 22 divisions and eight sched-
ules. It now comprieses 448 items
divident into 25 divisions and 12 sched-
ules. So far, 104 amendments to the In-
dian Constitution have been made (the
last of which took place on January 25,
2020 to extend the reservation of seats
for SCs and STs in the Lok Sabha and
state assemblies.)
The Indian Constitution’s Rigidity
and Flexibility

One of our Constitution’s distin-
guishing traits is the it is neither as rig-
orous as the American Constitution. It
Indicates it is both stiff and flexible. As
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a result, it may readily change and ex-
pand with the passage of time.
The Preamble

The Preamble was eventually
included in the Indian Constitution.
There is no preface in the original Con-
stitution. The Preamble’s declared
goals are to achieve justice, liberty and
equality for all people, as well as to
foster brotherhood in order to safeguard
the nation’s unity and integrity.
Federal System with Unitary Char-
acteristics

The government’s powers are
shared between the central government
and the state governments. The pow-
ers of three governmental institutions,
namely the executive, judiciary and leg-
islature are divided under the Consti-
tution. As a unitary traits, such as a
strong central power, emergency mea-
sure, the President appointing Gover-
nors and so on.
Fundamental rights and fundamen-
tal responsibilities

The Indian Constitution out-
lines a comprehensive set of Funda-
mental Rights for Indian citizens. The
Constitution also includes a list of 11
responsibilities for citizens, known as
the Fundamental Duties. Some of these
responsibilities include respect for the
national flag and anthem, the country’s
integrity and unity, and the protection
of public property.
Republic

India is republic, which implies
that the country is not ruled by a dicta-

tor or king. The public authority is com-
posed of, by, and for individuals. Ev-
ery five years, citizens propose and elect
their leader. The Constitution provides
instructions for all citizens. It aided In-
dia in achieving the status of a Repub-
lic across the world. Atal Bihari
Vajpayee once stated that “governments
will come and go, political parties
would be created would be created and
dishbanded, but the country should per-
sist, and democracy should exist indefi-
nitely.”
